Toilet Training

Clinical experience suggests that most children with
developmental or learning disabilities can learn the skills
required for toilet training. There is no reason why children
with Autism and/or a Learning Disability cannot be toilet
trained. We do not need to wait for signs of readiness! Source:

Advice for supporting parents and carers with toilet training
their child

®  Use a step-by-step approach — start off small by building up awareness of what a potty or
toilet is used for.

®  Stand up changes in bathroom.

®  Sit on potty or toilet between nappy changes — if fearful, sit on with clothes/nappy on,
work gradually towards reducing clothing.

® Don’t abandon but you may need to pause toilet training if it is causing distress.

®  Parents to take children with them when going to the toilet — demonstrate, role model,
build awareness.

®  Use role play, books, visuals to support the child.
® [fin doubt — seek Health Professionals for medical advice

®  Removing the nappy and wearing underwear will allow the child to feel the sensation that
they are wet.

®  Establish a routine. Take to the toilet at regular intervals — it is not recommended to take
them less than hourly as this may decrease the bladder’s ability to hold urine for as long as it
should do.

Transitions for September

As mentioned, children have now
been made aware of who their
teacher will be in September.
Teachers will have handover discus-
sions to ensure the new teacher is
fully informed of any extra needs or
bespoke approaches to learning that
need to be put in place. As SEND-
Co, I will also speak to teachers to
ensure they are aware of learning
needs and support strategies.
