Topic: The Bible

• Recognise and talk about the 
similarities and differences 
between holy books

Autumn 2

Topic: Christmas

• The nativity story is found in the Gospels of 
Matthew and Luke. 

• The true meaning of Christmas is a celebration 
of Jesus, Messiah. 

• The nativity fits into God’s Big Story. 

• Identify which parts of the nativity 
story can be found in each Gospel.  

• Tell you about the audiences 
Matthew and Luke were writing for. 

• Identify the influence the two 

stories have on Christmas 

celebrations. 

• Describe the Christian beliefs 

revealed in the nativity story. 

• Talk about why the flight to Egypt is 

a significant event. 
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Spring 1

Topic: Old Testament 

Women

• There are significant women in the Bible who 

made incredible choices that have an impact 

on God’s big story. 

• Purim is a Jewish Festival celebrating the 

actions of Esther and how God used her to 

save the Jewish nation.

• Sometimes people of faith face great 

challenges and remain true to their faith.

• Make a link between my own 

values and the values and 

commitments of the women in 

the Bible.  

• Use religious vocabulary to show 

that I understand the actions and 

beliefs of the women in the Old 

Testament. 

• Describe what inspires me about 

the lives of the women in the 

Bible.

Spring 2

Topic: Easter

• Christians live all over the world and 

celebrate Easter, the most important festival 

in the Christian calendar.

• Easter is the celebration of Jesus’ death and 

resurrection, the culmination of God’s 

salvation plan.

• Retell the Easter Story in detail 

and talk with understanding 

about the Christian belief that 

Jesus died and rose victoriously 

and what that means to 

Christians. 

• Highlight the similarities and 

differences in the ways in which 

Easter is celebrated around the 

world.

• Use religious vocabulary to talk 

about the celebrations with 

understanding of the actions and 

beliefs.
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• Explain the impact of and reasons for 

the Easter celebrations.

Summer 1

Topic: People of 

Faith

• Christian people are called to live out the 

teaching in the Bible and build God’s kingdom 

through righteous living.

• Muslims are required to live their lives in 

accordance with the Qur’an and teachings of 

Muhammad.

• Buddhists follow the teachings of the Buddha 

and the Noble Eightfold Path.

• Hindu practices and beliefs are rooted in the 

teachings of the sacred texts known as the 

Vedas.

• There are people who live and have lived 

extraordinary lives of faith and we can be 

inspired by them.

• There are similarities and differences between 

the behaviour and values of all people of faith.

• Tell you who, from the people we 
have studied, inspires me and why. 

• Interpret Bible stories and talk 
about how that story explains what 
it means to have faith.

• Use appropriate religious 
vocabulary to talk about the 
characteristics of a person living 
out their faith.  

• Explain how some of the teachings 
of the Bible impact on the life of a 
Christian.

• Describe some of the ways 
following the Eightfold Path 
impacts on the life of a Buddhist.
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Summer 2

Topic: Loss, Death 

and Christian Hope

• Christians believe that through the death and 

resurrection of Jesus they have the promise of 

living with God forever (eternal life). 

• Christians believe that when you die your 

spirit goes to be with God in heaven. Muslims 

believe that after death there is either paradise 

or hell. 

• Hindus and Buddhists believe there is a cycle of 

life and death, samsara. The spirit of a person 

is reincarnated and they return to earth until 

moksha/nirvana (enlightenment) is attained.

• There are similarities and differences between 

the funeral traditions in each world faith.

• Express my own opinion about 
what I think happens when you 
die. 

• Talk about what I think 
heaven is like. 

• Use the right language to 
show I understand what 
Christians believe about 
death and heaven.  

• Talk about what the Bible says 

heaven will be like. 

• Make links between what the Bible 

says and what Christians believe.

• Talk about similarities and 

differences between what world 

faiths say on the subject of death 

and heaven.

• Talk about Hindu and Buddhist 

belief in samsara and 

reincarnation.

• Describe the funeral traditions of 

the world faiths I have explored.
